Notes on handling the product

¢ This camera is designed to be dust-and moisture-resistant, but is not waterproof or dust-proof.

* Do not leave the lens or the viewfinder exposed to a strong light source such as sunlight.
Because of the lens’s condensing function, doing so may cause smoke, fire, or a malfunction
inside the camera body or the lens. If you have to leave the camera exposed to a light source
such as sunlight, attach the lens cap to the lens.
