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Preparation
Menu Operations
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1. Press the <MENU> button to display the menu.

2. Each time you press the <[@)> button, the main tab will switch.

3.Turn the <=%> dial to select a secondary tab, then turn
the <> dial to select the desired item.

4. Press <> to display the setting.

5. Turn the <> dial to select the setting, then press <¢)>.

Monochrome |Black-and-white images.

For < > (Neutral) and <[E=F > (Faithful), refer to the
camera’s instruction manual.

While holding down the
center of the Mode Dial,
set it to <@J> (Scene
Intelligent Auto).

Focus on the subject.

Aim the viewfinder center over
the subject and press the shutter
button halfway to autofocus.
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Take the picture.
Press the shutter button
completely to take the
picture.

Review the picture shot.
The image just captured will
be displayed for 2 sec. on the
LCD monitor.

Press the <@4-1S0> button,
then turn the <#%> dial.

1ISO 100 to ISO 6400 can be
set in 1/3-stop increments.
When “A” is selected, the ISO
speed is set automatically.
When you press the shutter
button halfway, the ISO speed
setting will be displayed.

AF Point Selection™

Look through the viewfinder
and press the <> button.

The AF point selection will
change in the direction you tilt the
<>, If you press <> straight
down, the center AF point (or
center zone) will be selected.
You can shift the AF point
horizontally by turning the <&~>
dial, and vertically by turning the
<(D> dial to select an AF point
(toggles among zones in Zone AF).

@7 Mode

All the settings necessary for
shooting are set automatically.
You just press the shutter button,
and the camera does the rest.

You can change the camera

settings as desired to shoot in

various ways.

* Set the <LOCKP> > switch to the left (Multi
function lock released).

P: Program AE

Set the Mode Dial to <P>.
When focus is achieved, the camera automatically sets the
shutter speed and aperture as in the <@&F> mode.

Tv: Shutter-priority AE

Set the Mode Dial to <Tv>.
Turn the <£=&> dial to set the
desired shutter speed, then
focus on the subject.

The aperture will be set automatically.

If the aperture display blinks, turn the
<> dial until it stops blinking.

Look through the viewfinder
and press the <[> button.
Press the <M-Fn> button.
Each time you press the
<M-Fn> button, the AF area
selection mode changes.

4 Live View Shooting

Set the switch to <(8>.

Press the <T7> button, and the
image will appear on the LCD
monitor.

Press the shutter button halfway
to focus, then press it completely
to take the picture.

Press the <T87> button to exit
the Live View shooting.

Av: Aperture-priority AE

Set the Mode Dial to <Av>.
Turn the <s7%> dial to set the
desired aperture, then focus on
the subject.

The shutter speed will be set
automatically.

If the shutter speed display
blinks, turn the <s£~%> dial until
it stops blinking.

M: Manual Exposure

Set the Mode Dial to <M>.
Turn the <£~=> dial to set the
desired shutter speed.

Turn the <> dial to set the
desired aperture.

Focus on the subject and check
the exposure level indicator.
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'® Shooting Movies

Set the switch to <"™>.
The image will appear on the
LCD monitor.

Press the shutter button
halfway to focus.

Press the <> button to start
shooting a movie.

To stop movie shooting, press
the <*Z&'> button again.

To shoot still photos, press the
shutter button completely.
