About cookies

The embedded Web server (EWS) places very small text files (cookies) on your hard drive when you are
browsing. These files let the EWS recognize your computer the next time you visit. For example, if you have
configured the EWS language, a cookie helps remember which language you have selected so that the next
time you access the EWS, the pages are displayed in that language. Some cookies (such as the cookie that
stores customer-specific preferences) are stored on the computer until you clear them manually.

You can configure your browser to accept all cookies, or you can configure it to alert you every time a cookie is
offered, which allows you to decide which cookies to accept or refuse. You can also use your browser to
remove unwanted cookies.

If the printer IP address is similar to 169.254.XXX.XXX or 0.0.0.0, it is not connected to the network.

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Information on cartridges and the printhead

The following tips help maintain HP cartridges and ensure consistent print quality.

The instructions in this guide are for replacing cartridges, and are not intended for first time installation.
Keep all cartridges in the original sealed packages until they are needed.

Be sure to turn off the printer properly.

Store cartridges at room temperature (15-35° C or 59-95° F).

Do not clean the printhead unnecessarily. This wastes ink and shortens the life of the cartridges.

Handle cartridges carefully. Dropping, jarring, or rough handling during installation can cause temporary
printing problems.

If you are transporting the printer, do the following to prevent ink leaking from the printer or other
damage from occurring to the printer:

o  Make sure you turn off the printer by pressing (D (the Power button). Wait until all sounds of
internal motion stop before unplugging the printer.

o  Make sure you leave the cartridges installed.

e  The printer must be transported sitting flat; it should not be placed on its side, back, front, or top.

If you have an HP+ printer, you must use Original HP cartridges. If non-Original HP or refilled cartridges
are installed, the printer will not be able to print.

A CAUTION: HP recommends that you replace any missing cartridges as soon as possible to avoid print quality
issues and possible extra ink usage or damage to the ink system. Never turn off the printer when cartridges
are missing.
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Check the estimated ink levels

You can check the estimated ink levels from the printer software, printer control panel or HP Smart.

To check the ink levels from the printer software (Windows)

Use the following tips to work with cartridges:

To protect the cartridges from drying out, always turn the printer off using the Power button.

Do not open or untape cartridges until you are ready to install them. Leaving tape on the cartridges
reduces ink evaporation.

Insert the cartridges into the correct slots. Match the color of each cartridge to the color of the cartridge
latch. Make sure the cartridges snap into place.

Align the printer for best print quality. See Printing issues on page 91 for more information.

When the Estimated Cartridge Levels screen in the HP Smart app or the Estimated Levels screen in the
printer software shows one or both cartridges in a low state, consider getting replacement cartridges to
avoid possible printing delays. You do not need to replace the cartridges until print quality becomes
unacceptable. See Replace the cartridges on page 70 for more information.

If you remove a cartridge from the printer for any reason, try to replace it again as soon as possible. If a
cartridge is left unprotected outside the printer, its nozzles might dry out and clog up.

Cartridges can be left in the printer for extended periods of time. However, to assure optimal cartridge
health, be sure to turn off the printer properly when the printer is not in use.

Press (D (the Power button) to turn off the printer. Wait until the power light turns off before

unplugging the power cord or turning off a power strip.

A CAUTION: If you incorrectly turn the printer off, the print carriage might not return to the correct

position, causing problems with the cartridges and print quality issues.

r.%’ NOTE: Paper jams can occur in several areas. Clear paper jam from the paper tray first. It helps to clear the
paper path and make clearing jams from other areas easier. Then continue to the next area until all paper
jams are located and cleared.

To clear a paper jam from the paper tray
1.  Remove all the paper from the paper tray, including both loose and jammed paper.
2. Use aflashlight to check for any jammed paper or foreign objects in the paper path and remove them.

To avoid tearing any whole sheets of paper, gently pull the paper with both hands.

3. Press ® (the Cancel button). The printer tries to clear the jam automatically.

To clear a paper jam from the output tray

1.  Remove all the paper from the output tray, including both loose and jammed paper.
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2. Use aflashlight to check for any jammed paper or foreign objects in the paper path and remove them.

To avoid tearing any whole sheets of paper, gently pull the paper with both hands.

To clear a paper jam from the cartridge access area

1. Press ® (the Cancel button) to try to clear the jam automatically. If this does not work, complete the

following steps to clear the jam manually.

2. Open the cartridge access door.

3.  Wait until the carriage stops moving.

4. Press Q) to turn off the printer. Then disconnect the power cord from the rear of the printer.

A CAUTION: To avoid the risk of electrical shock, you must unplug the power cord to move the carriage
by hand.

5. Use aflashlight to check for any jammed paper or foreign objects in the cartridge access area and
remove them.

To avoid tearing any whole sheets of paper, gently pull the paper with both hands.

To clear an internal paper jam

A CAUTION: Avoid pulling jammed paper from the front of the printer. Instead follow the steps below to clear
the jam. Pulling out jammed paper from the front of the printer might cause the paper to tear and leave torn
pieces inside the printer; this could result in more jams later.

1.  Check the paper path inside the printer.
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a. Openthe cartridge access door.

b. Remove the paper path cover.

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d. Reinsert the paper path cover. Make sure it snaps into place.

Learn how to avoid paper jams
To help avoid paper jams, follow these guidelines.
e  Remove printed papers from the output tray frequently.

e  Make sure that you are printing with paper that is not wrinkled, folded, or damaged.

e  Prevent curled or wrinkled paper by storing all unused paper flat in a resealable bag.
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Do not use paper that is too thick or too thin for the printer.

Make sure that the trays are loaded correctly and are not too full. For more information, see Load media
on page 18.

Ensure that paper loaded in the paper tray lays flat and the edges are not bent or torn.

Do not combine different paper types and paper sizes in the paper tray; the entire stack of paper in the
paper tray must be the same size and type.

Adjust the paper-width guides in the paper tray to fit snugly against all paper. Make sure the paper-
width guides do not bend the paper in the paper tray.

Do not force paper too far inside the paper tray.
If you are printing on both sides of a page, do not print highly saturated images on light weight paper.

If the printer is about to run out of paper, allow the printer to run out of paper first, and then add paper.
Do not load paper when the printer is printing.

Fix cartridge problems

To clean cartridge contacts

A CAUTION: The cleaning procedure should take only a few minutes. Make sure that the cartridges are
reinstalled in the printer as soon as possible. It is not recommended to leave the cartridges outside the printer
longer than 30 minutes. If cartridges are left unprotected outside the printer, their nozzles might dry out and
clog up.

Also, make sure you have installed Original HP cartridges. Original HP cartridges are manufactured and sold
by HP in official HP packaging.
